AN INTEVIEW WITH  INSTRUCTOR  

BARBARA BARRETT 
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That’s enough about me, let’s begin the quarter.   

Please post your introduction on the Discussion Board. I am 

looking forward to getting to know you and work with you for 

the next 11 weeks.  

 

 My name is Barbara Barrett.  I am beginning my 14th year teaching  at Edmonds Com-

munity College in the Social and Human Services  and Business Divisions.  My graduate degree 

is in Management and Leadership from City University. 

 

My professional career includes 23 years as the Executive Director of Washington Vocational 

Services,  a nonprofit vocational rehabilitation agency, in Snohomish County.  Our goal was to 

support people with disabilities obtain and keep jobs in the community.  Most of the classes I 

teach have to do with disabilities, rehabilitation, leadership and management.   

 

Life circumstances led me to become passionate about social and human service issues, specifi-

cally fighting for the rights of people with disabilities.  This passion is driven by my son, Sean 

Barrett, who has a significant physical disability.  He developed very severe Juvenile Rheumatoid 

Arthritis which ravaged his body at the age of two.  In a few years, Sean’s joints became so 

damaged that he needed several joints replaced, he remains physically disabled.  He earned a MSW from U of W and 

is now living and working in DC for the US Department of Education where he oversees various Independent Living 

Centers and Vocational Rehabilitation agencies.  My daughter, Suzy, is in higher education at a competing community 

college……..OK, it’s Pierce Community College. 

 

Something interesting about me, hmmm.    Well, I was born in Budapest, Hungary, escaped during the Hungarian 

Revolution in 1956.  Hungary was under the Soviet Communist control at this time for well over ten years.  The 

revolution started by college students in Budapest; during this event several hundred thousand Hungarians took ad-

vantage of the somewhat more relaxed border patrol and tried to escape.  My father, mother, three younger sisters 

and I made it by walking (for 2 days and nights) across the border to Austria.   When in Vienna, we were fortunate 

to be able to get a visa and allowed to come to the USA.   

 

My first picture of America was from the air flying, over New York on the 1st of January 1957.  As the airplane began 

its descent, I looked out the window and all I could see were lights, lights and more lights.  Many colored beautiful 

lights beneath us.  It was the end of Christmas season, late at night, the street lights were lit and all the stores had 

their neon lights on full blast.  I have never seen such a beautiful scene in my life. I was thoroughly impressed; indeed, 

America was paved with gold just as I heard while living behind the iron curtain……… Even more, I soon realized 

that this would be the place where I would see Elvis Presley.  Remember, I was 15, it was 1957 and Elvis ruled!!!!!!!!   

I never got to see him in person, but watched American Bandstand every day after school (much to my Mom’s dis-

may) and sometimes he was a guest.  Eventually I got infatuated with Bobby Darrin, Paul Anka, Fabian and the like.  It 

was good times, I was in America. 

 

My hobbies, well that is a bit more difficult to write about.  I love to be in the outdoors, I have a greenhouse and 

English type garden that is a joy to work in.   Just about a year ago I found another healthy activity – working out in 

the gym three times a week.  It helps to have an amazing personal trainer who encourages me to do more than I 

ever thought I could do.  Now I am working on making regular workouts a part of my daily life.  Those of you who 

have taken Time and Stress Management classes from me, you know all about body and mind connection, and the 

challenges of making permanent changes.

 Local Transportation/Metro card 

 Planned cultural visits including trips to Paris and 

Brussels 
 

Students can go for just the two weeks, or continue their 

travels before or after the program, on their own.    

Financial aid may be able to help pay tuition portion of 

the $1,990, and there are two $250 scholarships avail-

able!
